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The cost of a gift versus the true value realised

Any donors to Manchester Business School can maximise the value of their gift to the School through two methods. 

For any of you who are UK tax-payers, it is possible for the School to claim Gift Aid against any donations made. This adds 28% to the value of the gift. 

For all donations, we are currently able to add an additional 33% under a new government scheme to match donations to higher education institutions. This match counts for the value of the gift and the Gift Aid (if applicable).

The example below sets out the actual cost of a single and double brick to the donor versus the money realised by Manchester Business School (for UK tax-payers).
